“New Stage Theatre opened its doors 1966 with Edward Albee’s 1963 Tony Award Winning play Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf?,” said Director Francine Thomas Reynolds. “As shattering and memorable today as it was 50 years ago, Woolf anchors our 50th Anniversary Season almost exactly 50 years from the day New Stage began. I have been an admirer of Albee since I had the amazing opportunity of being his classroom assistant for a semester while in graduate school. He is one of our country’s theatre geniuses and Woolf had tremendous impact on American Drama.”
Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf? was the very first show produced by New Stage Theatre January 20-29, 1966 at its original location in the old church building at the corner of Gallatin and Hooker Streets in downtown Jackson. The original cast included: Jane Reid Petty as Martha, Frank Hains as George, Sue Chancellor as Honey, John Wilkerson as Nick, and was directed by New Stage’s first Artistic Director Ivan Rider.
The current ensemble cast includes Cullen Douglas (Pasadena, CA) as George, Jo Ann Robinson (Pearl) as Martha, David Lind (Brooklyn, NY) as Nick, and Annie Cleveland (Jackson) as Honey. Douglas, Lind, and Robinson appear through the courtesy of Actors’ Equity Association. 

“The cast assembled for the drama is fantastic. I'm very fortunate to have a wonderful cast that is up to the

challenge of playing such volatile and shattered people.” Reynolds continued, “It is gratifying to have Cullen Douglas, now a successful film and tv actor, but once a NST Intern Company alumni from the 1990’s and David Lind, a NST Intern Company alumni from this decade, in the cast as well as veteran Jo Ann Robinson and new comer Annie Cleveland. All of this history makes working on Woolf even more thrilling and momentous.”
