CARL PERKINS -  mid-20’s, Lead guitar player, singer, the originator of one of the first rock ‘n’ roll hits, “Blue 
Suede Shoes.” Plays guitar. 
 
JOHNNY CASH - mid-20’s Singer, guitar player, a giant of American music at the dawn of his epic career. 
Plays guitar. 
 

DYANNE - mid 20’s An aspiring singer, Elvis’ girlfriend. 
 

ELVIS PRESLEY - early 20’s. The first and still undisputed king of rock ‘n’ roll. Plays guitar. 
 

SAM PHILLIPS -  mid to late 30’s. The Father of Rock ‘n’ Roll and founder of Sun Records, discovered Jerry 
Lee Lewis, Elvis, Cash, Perkins and many others including Roy Orbison and B.B. King. A towering and 
charismatic figure in American music.
