THE LITTLES Class for 1st – 3rd Graders will meet Saturday mornings from 9 to 10:30 a.m. (September 14 – November 9) [Still open spaces] Students will be guided through the building blocks of theatre technique by building a script from scratch. Source material will be Thank You, Omu!, written by Caldecott Honor winner Oge Mora. Classes will be structured to work on character development, acting technique, and storytelling to create a showcase of an original script. The cost for this class is $150.
THE MIDDLES Class for 4th- 6th Graders will meet Saturday mornings from 10:45 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. (September 14 – November 9) [Still open spaces] Students will explore theatre technique through dramatizing story of age-appropriate literary favorites. Source material will be The New York Times bestselling series The Mysterious Benedict Society by Trenton Lee Stewart. After discussing relevant themes and a critical analysis of the literary work, students will create a showcase of an original script through dramatization exercises focusing on character development and storytelling. The cost for this class is $150.
Turner Crumbley’s On Camera Acting Class will be offered November 11-December 2 for four sessions—5:15-6:15 p.m. for Youth (Cost: $150) and 6:45 – 8:45 p.m. for Adults (Cost: $200). During this four-week intensive, Crumbley will address and unmask a variety of aspects regarding the on-camera process. Topics covered will include audition prep and script analysis, live and taped auditions and necessary equipment, working with casting directors and agents, details of the auditioning business, scene work with and without prep time, callbacks and how they may differ from initial auditions, and voice and movement. Scripts will be provided prior to classes so that actors have the opportunity to better simulate an audition/work experience. Actors will receive video footage of their work after each class. Turner Crumbly has spent the last 20 years acting in film, television, and theatre. His movie credits include appearances opposite Academy Award Winner Brie Larson in 21 Jump Street, Mark Wahlberg in Contraband, Academy Award Winner Holly Hunter in Strange Weather. In addition to directing New Stage’s A Christmas Story: The Musical and its 50th Anniversary production of A Christmas Carol Crumbley has written, produced, and directed short films, commercials, and instructional videos for companies both in and outside Mississippi.
